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A published scientific paper at a conference (COBISS typology 1.08) must be organized as a scientific article. It is generally structured according to the IMRAD scheme (Introduction, Methods, Results, and Discussion) and concludes with an appropriate ending for experimental research or in a descriptive manner for descriptive scientific fields. It typically summarizes the findings of original research work, including a review of the current achievements of other authors in the presented research area. A professional paper (COBISS typology 1.09) presents already known information, emphasizing the applicability of original research results and the dissemination of knowledge, with the complexity of the text adapted to the needs of users and readers of the professional journal.


INTRODUCTION

The introduction defines the main problem, the purpose of the research, and the key research variables. A relevant literature review is provided.


METHODS

This section specifies the applied research methods, provides the necessary theoretical background, describes the measurement equipment and accuracy, and states the methods used for data processing and analysis.


Font Style

The entire paper is written in Arial font, size 9 pt. The text is justified, the first line is not indented, and one blank line is left between paragraphs to separate them. Line spacing is single. Length of the paper with listed references is limited to 6 pages. The font sizes and formatting of individual parts of the text are listed in the 
Table 1.

References

All references cited in the text must be listed in the References section at the end of the paper, according to the ISO-690 standard. References are numbered consecutively using Arabic numerals in square brackets and listed in numerical order. The text is left-aligned. When quoting or paraphrasing, the reference number is indicated in square brackets.

When citing references, several formats may be used, for example:
The company component is highly specific [1].
Podobnik [1] states that their company’s component is highly specific.
When referring to multiple sources, reference numbers should be separated by commas [1, 2, 3].

In the reference list, authors should be cited according to the following format (applicable to all types of sources: books, journal articles, electronic sources, etc.):
If there is one author, provide last name, first name.
If there are two authors, provide last name, first name and first name, last name.
If there are three authors, provide last name, first name, first name, last name and first name, last name.
If there are more than three authors, provide only the first author’s last name, first name, followed by “et al.”.

2.3 Figures and tables

Figures and graphs should be labelled as Figure and must be in color, without borders, and centered. Tables should be labelled as Table and also centered. Figure and table captions are written in Arial, size 9 pt. The caption for figures is placed below the figure, while the caption for tables is placed above the table. Figures and tables must be numbered consecutively. The number is followed by a colon and a title starting with a capital letter, without a period at the end. Figure 1 and Table 1 serving as an example. If a figure is taken from literature, the source reference number is indicated in square brackets at the end of the caption.
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Equations

Equations are numbered consecutively on the right-hand side in parentheses. In the text, equations are referred to as Equation (1), Equation (2), etc. Equations must be centered. Equations may appear inline only if their height does not exceed the text line height. Otherwise, they should be written on a separate line with the equation number on the right. All symbols must be written in italics throughout the paper and clearly defined, including units. A list of symbols and units may be presented in a separate table at the end of the paper (before references). Example of an equation:
